BUS SERVICE

We have school buses servicing many districts. The buses are fitted with seat belts and all staff and students are required
to use them. There is a bus assistant on each bus who has a mobile telephone in case of an emergency. If you would like
further details of the bus service please contact the secondary receptionist directly. Availability of the school bus service
may be limited and is on a first come first served basis.

Students travelling to and from school are expected to behave in accordance to the school'’s positive behaviour policy and
should uphold the same high standards of respect and care for all, that we expect in school.

Pick-up:

It is important to be ready when the bus arrives so that it can continue its route without delay. If you are not on time the
bus may have to leave without you to prevent other students from being late for school.

Drop-off:

Parents must collect their child promptly; we do not supervise at drop-off points. If children are left unsupervised then
alternative arrangements will need to be made for transport.

Bus Fees are revised annually — check with the secondary receptionist.

Young people need support in developing emotionally and socially so that they are able to use their thoughts and feelings
to guide their behaviour positively and develop personal awareness, emotional resilience and social skills.

Rewards and celebrating success are an important part of life within BVIS. A student’s success both within and outside
the classroom should be rewarded frequently and consistently. Rewarding students makes them feel valued, builds
confidence and motivates them to achieve. In addition, rewarding good behaviour enables students to realise that
desirable behaviour, self-discipline and responsibility to self and others are highly valued in our community.

The following system is designed to commend academic work or other behaviour/participation which is exceptional and
merits particular praise or recognition.

The accumulation of House Points takes place throughout the academic year, with certificates for achieving certain
numbers of House Points throughout the year awarded to students in the end of year assembly.

What happens when a student breaks the rules?

At BVIS we have specific ways to deal with students that break the rules. We adopt a positive approach where students are
encouraged to reflect on their behaviour and be a part of the efforts to make up for it.

The school's behaviour policy applies:
To students while in school, travelling to and from school or at other times when in uniform or school Kit;

To students on trips, exchanges or when representing the school (see the BVIS trips policy for other aspects of trips
and behaviour to be taken into consideration)

To inappropriate behaviour outside of school that impacts on the welfare of our school community (including
irresponsible online activity).

There are sanctions put in place that are appropriate for the offense when students do not live up the expectations of
the school. These sanctions are outlined in the table in the appendix entitled Specific School Sanctions at the end of this
booklet.

FORM TUTORS

Students are grouped into Forms (Home Rooms). This group registers with their form tutor and follows the PSHE
programme together. The form tutor is often the first point of contact over pastoral concerns. The form tutor will also
check the student diaries/planners as well as student uniform first thing each morning. The form tutor will keep a record
of Housepoints and Demerits each student has achieved in an academic year and arrange communication with parents in
response where appropriate.

Some lessons in Y7-9 may also take place in form groupings.

Make-up and/or nail varnish are not allowed.

Jewellery*: small items will be allowed within reason. The Head of Secondary will decide whether what you are wearing
is within the spirit of the rules, as a rule of thumb: one pair of plain earrings or studs; one plain ring; one plain necklace;

Students should not wear a mix of school uniform, PE Kit or Drama clothes or footwear at any time and should not
change out of school uniform, including changing into trainers, before leaving school.

We trust that parents and students will support this dress code by ensuring that only correct items are bought, that worn
or frayed clothing is replaced and that students leave home appropriately dressed.

Once we have confirmation from parents
that they would like their son/daughter to leave early, students must collect a permission to leave slip from the secondary
receptionist which will be signed by a senior member of staff. This slip must then be presented to the guards at the school
gate for the student to be allowed to leave the school site.

Please do not arrange for children to leave early unless there is a medical reason. It is important that students attend all
lessons in secondary school and the students with the best attendance usually make the best progress in school.

LOCKERS

At the beginning of each year, all students are issued with a locker. Students do not need to bring their own padlock for
their locker as the lockers have built-in locks. Any valuable items that students bring to school — should be locked in their
locker during the day. Students may use mobile phones after the school day is over to arrange transport home but at no
other times of day. Students should also use their locker to store their bag during the school day, only taking the relevant
books and equipment to each lesson —there is time at the end of break and lunch time for students to visit their locker
before the next lesson.

For PE lessons students may hand in watches etc - this system is designed to promote safety in PE lessons, but it is not
designed for the secure deposit of items and is therefore based on trust. If in doubt, students should use their individual
lockers on PE days. All students are provided with a personal locker for this reason. Students should never leave money or
valuables in the changing rooms or in their bag.

Availability of English speaking personnel.

Internal examinations take place in December/ January for Years 11,12 and 13 and in May/ June for Year 10. In-class
assessment will also take place through the year and form an integral part of our assessment process.

In May and June Years 11,12 and 13 take external assessments administered by the examination boards in England. These
are International General Certificates of Secondary Educations (IGCSEs) for Year 11, Advanced Subsidiary (AS) levels for
Year 12 and Advanced (A) Levels for Year 13. These exam boards will then issue results certificates which are internationally
recognised and successful completion of these exams will give students access to the best universities in the world.

HOMEWORK
Aims
To provide students with the opportunities both to prepare for and to further develop work done in class.
To consolidate and extend students'’ learning.
To contribute to the assessment of students’ learning.
To contribute to the evaluation of teaching.
To promote independent study and research skills.
To exploit learning opportunities less readily available in the classroom.
To develop home-school partnerships.

Student planners are used to record all set home learning. They are also be used to promote regular dialogue with parents.

They should be checked by teachers and parents to encourage their use as ‘study aids’. If students lose their planner, they
may be asked to pay for a replacement.

Time spent on home learning varies according to the nature of the homework, the ability of the student and their diligence
and motivation. Examples of home learning include: finishing off classwork; learning for a test; research in advance of the
next topic; ongoing as part of a longer term project. Usually, three pieces of home learning per evening are assigned. All of
this means that the following should be viewed as a broad guideline:

YEAR GROUP SUGGESTED TIMINGS
Vietnamese, English, Maths and Science — 30 minutes twice a week.
vears /&8 Other subjects — at least 30 minutes once every two weeks.
Vietnamese, English, maths and science — 40 minutes twice a week.

Other subjects— at least 40 minutes once every two weeks.

Two hours of homework per week for all IGCSE subjects. This may include wider

vears 10 &1 reading and independent research.

Around two hours per week per subject of set homework.
In addition, students are expected to do at least two hours of
vears 12 &13 independent, wider reading and reflection or revision in each of their subjects.

A-levels are advanced level qualifications; some students will find that they need to

spend more time than this to achieve the best possible grades for them.

Textbooks for all subjects are issued to students via the Library. The bar-coded books are logged against the student’s
name. Books remain the property of the school; if they are lost or damaged, the student will be issued with an invoice to
cover the costs of replacement.

All students will be issued with a student ID card which is also their library card and bus pass (applicable for students who
use school bus service). This allows students to borrow a fixed number of books based on their year group. If the student
loses their ID card, then the school will request that the family pays for a replacement card (100,000VND).

Key Stage Three (Year 7-9): Attainment reported as grades A-G or U, reflecting teachers’ assessments of most likely
outcomes at IGCSE examinations.

Key Stage Four (Years 10-11): Attainment reported as grades A-G or U, reflecting teachers’ assessments of most likely
outcomes at IGCSE examinations.

Key Stage Five (Year 12): Attainment reported as grades A-E, or U, reflecting teachers’ assessments of most likely outcomes
at AS Level examinations.

Key Stage Five (Year 13): Attainment reported as grades A-E, or U, reflecting teachers’ assessments of most likely outcomes
at A-Level examinations.

Where a student has been unable, for verifiable medical reasons, to show sufficient evidence of learning to justify a passing
grade (because of prolonged medical absence for example), the letter ‘M’ may be used to signify this.

Students who choose not to continue with academic
English through the exam period can use the lesson time allocated to the subject for revision.

EXTRA CURRICULAR

Every year the school publishes an extracurricular programme. Some of these are provided by teachers and some are
provided by external companies. We want the range of provision to be as wide as possible and outside providers allow us to
provide a greater range of activities for students. The activities provided by outside providers are usually paid clubs.

The clubs available and sign-up process will be sent out twice a year to the email address we have on record for you. Since
some clubs may oversubscribe it is important that you sign up for clubs by the deadline.

Most clubs and Squads run from 15.15 to 16.15. There is an additional bus service that runs after clubs that finish at 16.15. In
a few cases some clubs run later than 16.15 and in this case parents will need to arrange transport home for their children.
If students are not leaving by bus it is important that students are picked up at the time the club or squad is due to finish.
The supervision for the students is arranged until the time the clubs finish.

Lightning detectors are used when required during PE lessons, break and lunch-times and other outdoor activities on
the school site. If a storm is approaching the detector warns the duty teacher and the area is cleared. The detector also
indicates when it is safe to go back outside.

SCHOOL HEALTH SERVICE

To care for our school community, we have a full time nurse who will attend to children who become ill or injure
themselves during the school day. If a student becomes ill during the day and is unable to stay at school, the nurse will
contact parents to arrange for your child to return home. Any child who has been seen by the nurse and has received
medical attention will be issued with a clinic treatment note informing parents of the actions taken.

The school should be notified if a child has any serious medical conditions, anaphylaxis or asthma so that an action plan
can be created in collaboration with parents and/or their medical provider. This will raise staff awareness of the appropriate
medical procedure to assist the student should they become unwell at school. Children with asthma should have their
reliever medication and spacer for personal use kept in the nurse'’s office. Children with known anaphylaxis must provide
the school with at least 1 adrenaline auto injector (EpiPen) for emergency use.

In order to ensure appropriate care is available in the school, it is extremely important that a completed medical history is
submitted before entry to the school and updated annually. Parents must inform the office immediately when there is a
change in a child’'s medical history. This includes immunisation history, allergies and known or new medical conditions.

MEDICAL PROCEDURES

When a student becomes unwell at school, they will be sent to the school nurse for assessment. If a child has minor
symptoms and it is deemed that they can stay in school, the nurse may administer medication to provide symptom relief
(see medication administration policy below). If their illness or injury indicates they need to be sent home, then parents will
be contacted directly to collect the child from school.

The nurse's station is only suitable for short-term care and if a student is too unwell to return to lessons after a short period,
then we will contact the parents to pick them up. Parents must arrange for students to be picked up if they are not well
enough to return to lessons.

MEDICINES

The school health services maintain a supply of common over the counter medicines to provide symptom relief for minor
injuries and illnesses. These medicines are only given when it is deemed necessary by the school nurse or delegated staff
member, usually in consultation with the child’s parent/ carer where possible. If a child is given medicine from the school
clinic, they will be given a clinic treatment note to bring home, completed by the nurse indicating the type of medicine
and the time at which it was given. A record will also be entered onto our school information management system.

Children should not bring medication to school and take it without adult supervision. The school policy requires the
nurse or delegated staff member in their absence to only give medicines where it is clear that they will provide relief of
minor symptoms associated with common illnesses, pain or fever control. On the understanding that it is not always easy
or necessary to contact parents or guardians, we will not always ask for permission before giving medication for pain relief
or fever. However, if parents do not wish any medication to be administered to their child in this way, or there is a reason
why your child should not be given a particular type of medicine (e.g. an allergy), this should be indicated on the medical
update form that is completed on entry and updated annually.

MEDICINES SENT FROM HOME

If a student requires medicine from home during school hours, parents/ guardians must complete a written authorisation
to administer medications with the school nurse directly. Medicines frorn home will not be administered without a
written authorisation from a parent or guardian. This authorisation form is available directly from the nurse.

The guidelines for administration of medicine from home are strictly followed by the school nurses. These guidelines are
for the safety of students and staff within the school and are outlined below.

For medicines from home the following guidelines apply:

1.  Parent (guardian) brings medicine directly to the nurse. If the parent is unable to come to school, they can send the
medicine into school with a signed note and must email the nurse directly with the instructions.

2. Parent (guardian) completes and signs the authorisation with the following information
Name of medicine
Reason for medicine
Dose (amount to be given)
Time to be given
Number of days needed.

If the procedures are not followed, then the nurses are not able to administer medicines from home to your child.

Please note that administration of vitamins, some traditional medicines* or medication that cannot be clearly identified
cannot be administered by the school nurse.

Please keep your child at home if they exhibit any of the following symptoms:

If in your opinion they have a high temperature on waking, please keep them at home. They can return to school when
they have been fever free (without fever relieving medications) for at least 24 hours.

They have a persistent cough, heavy cold symptoms, or another common but contagious iliness.

Your child has had any episode/s of vomiting/ diarrhoea in the previous 12-24 hours. They should remain at home for at
least 24 hours from the last episode of vomiting and at least 48 hours from the last episode of diarrhoea.

If children become unwell during the day, we will ask parents to come and pick them up. Children are only able to stay in
the nurse's room for short periods then they must either be picked up to go home or return to lessons.

ILLNESS AND SCHOOL SWIMMING PROGRAME

Generally speaking, if a child is fit to attend school then they are fit to swim. The school swimming programme is a very
important part of a child's individual and social development and we strongly advocate a child’s participation in the
programme with their peers. If a child is unable to swim or access the pool due to a medical condition, parents must
provide school with an appropriate medical certificate. It should be noted that a blanket exclusion from all swimming
lessons for the term/ year is not acceptable; this will be assessed on a case by case basis with the parents and Head teacher.
